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ABSTRACT

The problem of learning Arabic for non-native speakers in Indonesia is influenced by
two factors; linguistic factors and non-linguistic factors. Linguistic factors include
phonology, morphology, syntactic,c and vocabulary. Meanwhile, non-linguistic
factors include social, culture, motivation, methods, learning environment and so
forth.
